	Responsibilities:
	1. Provide educational services to target patients and community members that may include individual or group settings as directed by the program supervisor or manager
2. Coordinate class schedules and events in conjunction with the health education supervisor
3. Assist in the development and evaluation of curricula to enhance health education provided throughout AltaMed and community outreach
4. Distribute, organize and monitor educational materials and administer assessments
5. Review health education materials for content, layout, cultural-sensitivity and linguistic appropriateness
6. Identify and develop additional education resources, as needed, to support and reinforce health education messages
7. Provide health education training and support for other nonclinical department staff
8. Interface and collaborate with diverse groups of health care professionals and outside community resources to coordinate referrals, linkages and patient care
9. Assist in the development of the health education work plan
10. Document services and interactions in electronic medical records where applicable
11. Lead health education initiatives for clinic and department sites
12. May be required to work evenings and weekend events
13. May be responsible for performing other duties as assigned
